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PREFACE

This is the twenty-first report of the ‘Multi-Institutional Registry of
Large Bowel Cancer in Japan’ and contains clinical and pathological infor-
mation on the patients treated in the year 1997. This volume is based on
voluntary registrations from 122 institutions belonging to Japanese Soci-
ety for Cancer of the Colon and Rectum (JSCCR). Most of the analyses were
conducted using data on 7687 colorectal malignancies with histological
verification and site-specification. Contents and items reported herein
are corresponding to those of the two previous volumes, 17 and 18.

Registration in electronic format has been employed for cases treated in and

after 1996. For this volume 3247 cases from 51 institutions were registered

in the electronic format.

It is our hope that this report will be used extensively for daily
clinical activities and studies on colorectal cancer. The registry committee

of JSCCR will certainly appreciate comments from readers.

This work was supported in part by a Grant-in-Aid for Cancer Research
from the Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare of Japan.
